Receipt and Opening of Bids

The County of Howell {herein called the "Owner"}, invites bids on the form attached hereto,
all blanks of which must be appropriately filled in. Bids will be received by the Owner at the office of
Howell County Clerk until 10:00 o'clock a.m./p.m., ST/SDT,

October 3, 20 22 , and then at said office publicly opened and read aloud. The

envelopes containing the bids must be sealed, addressed to Kelly Waggoner at
Howell County Clerk's Office and designated as bid for Disaster Recovery Flood Buysut Demalition

The Owner may consider informal any bid not prepared and submitted in accordance with the
provisions hereof and may waive any informalities or reject any and all bids. Any bid may be
withdrawn prior to the above scheduled time for the opening of bids or authorized postponement
thereof. Any bid received after the time and date specified shall not be considered. No bidder may
withdraw a bid within 30 days after the actual date of the opening thereof. Should there be reasons
why the Contract cannot be awarded within the specified period; the time may be extended by mutual
agreement between the Owner and the Bidder.

Preparation of Bid: Each bid must be submitted on the prescribed form and accompanied by
Certification by Bidder Regarding Equal Employment Opportunity and Affidavits regarding E-Verify. All
blank spaces for bid prices must be filled in, in ink or typewritten, in both words and figures, and the
foregoing Certifications must be fully completed and executed when submitted.

Subcontracts: The bidder is specifically advised that any person, or other party, to whom it is proposed
to award a subcontract under this contract:

a. Must be acceptable to the owner after verification by the HUD Area Office of the current
eligibility status; and

b. Must submit Certification by Proposed Subcontractor Regarding Equal Employment
Opportunity and Affidavits regarding E-Verify. Approval of the proposed subcontract award
cannot be given by the Owner unless and until the proposed subcontractor has submitted the
Certifications and/or other evidence showing that it has fully complied with any reporting
requirements to which it is or was subject. Although the bidder is not required to attach such
Certifications by proposed subcontractors to his bid, the hidder is here advised of this
requirement so that appropriate action can be taken to prevent subsequent delay in
subcontract awards.

Telegraphic Modification: Any bidder may modify his bid by telegraphic communication at any time
prior to the scheduled closing time for receipt of bids, provided such telegraphic communication is
received by the Owner prior to the closing time, and, provided further, the Owner is satisfied that a
written confirmation of the telegraphic modification over the signature of the bidder was mailed prior
to the closing time. The telegraphic communication should not reveal the bid price, but should provide
the addition or subtraction or other modification so that the final prices or terms will not be known by
the Owner until the sealed bid is opened. If written confirmation is not received within two days from
the closing time, no consideration will be given to the telegraphic modification.

Qualifications of Bidder: The Owner may make such investigations as he deems necessary to
determine the ability of the bidder to perform the work, and the bidder shall furnish to the Owner all
such infermation and data for this purpose as the Owner may request. The Owner reserves the right to
reject any bid if the evidence submitted by, or investigation of, such bidder fails to satisfy the owner
that such bidder is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the contract and to complete the
work contemplated therein. Conditional bids will not be accepted.
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Bid Security: Each bid must be accompanied by a bid bond payable to the Owner for five percent of
the total amount of the bid. As soon as the bid prices have been compared, the Owner will return all of
the bonds except the three lowest responsible bidders. When the agreement is executed the bonds
of the two remaining unsuccessful bidders will be returned. The bid bond of the successful bidder will
be retained until the payment bond and performance bond have been executed and approved, after
which it will be returned. A certified check on a solvent bank may be used in lieu of a bid bond.

Liquidated Damages for Failure to Enter into Contract: The successful bidder, upon his failure or
refusal to execute and deliver the contract and bonds required within 15 days after he received notice
of the acceptance of his bid, shall forfeit to the Owner, as liquidated damages for such failure or
refusal, the security deposited with his bid.

Time of Completion and Liquidated Damages: Bidder must agree to commence work on or before a
date to be specified in a written "Notice to Proceed" of the Owner and to fully complete the project
within 20 consecutive calendar days thereafter. Bidder must agree also to pay as liquidated
damages, the sum of § 100 for each consecutive calendar day thereafter as hereinafter
provided in the General Conditions.

Conditions of Work: Each bidder must inform himself fully of the conditions relating to the
construction of the project and the employment of labor thereon. Failure to do so will not relieve a
successful bidder of his obligation to furnish all material and labor necessary to carry out the
provisions of his contract. Insofar as possible the contractor, in carrying out the work, must employ
such methods or means as will not cause any interruption of or interference with the work of any
other contractor.

Addenda and Interpretations: No interpretation of the meaning to the plans, specifications, or other
pre-bid documents will be made to any bidder orally.

Every request for such interpretation should be in writing addressed to Melanie Bamett at
South Central Ozark Council of Governments, PO Box 100, Pomona, MO 65789  gnd to be given consideration must
be received at least five days prior to the date fixed for the opening of bids. Any and all such
interpretations and any supplemental instructions will be in the form of written addenda to the
specifications which, if issued, will be mailed by certified mail with return receipt requested to all
prospective bidders {at the respective addresses furnished for such purposes}, not later than three
days prior to the data fixed for the opening of bids. Failure of any bidder to receive any such
addendum or interpretation shall not relieve such bidder from any obligation under his bid as
submitted. All addenda so insured shall become part of the contract documents.

Security for Faithful Performance: Simultaneously with his delivery of the executed contract, the
Contractor shall furnish a surety bond or bonds as security for faithful performance of this contract
and for the payment of all persons performing labor on the project under this contract and furnishing
materials in connection with this contract, as specified in the General Conditions included herein. The
surety on such bond or bonds shall be a duly authorized surety company satisfactory to the Owner.

Power of Attorney: Attorneys-in-fact who sign bid bonds or contract bonds must file with each bond a
certified and effectively dated copy of their power of attorney.

Notice of Special Conditions: Attention is particularly called to those parts of the contract documents
and specifications which deal with the following:

a. Inspection and testing of materials
b. Insurance requirements
c. Wage rates

d. Stated allowances
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Laws and Regulations: The bidder's attention is directed to the fact that all applicable State laws,
municipal ordinances, and the rules and regulations of all authorities having jurisdiction over
construction of the project shall apply to the contract throughout, and they will be deemed to be
included in the contract the same as though herein written out in full.

Method of Award - Lowest Qualified Bidder: If at the time this contract is to be awarded, the lowest
base bid submitted by a responsible bidder does not exceed the amount of funds then estimated by
the Owner as available to finance the contract; the contract will be awarded on the base bid only. If
such bid exceeds such amount, the Owner may reject all bids or may award the contract on the base
bid combined with such deductible alternates applied in the numerical order in which they are listed in
the Form of Bid, as produces a net amount which is within the available funds. All alternates, both
additive and deductive, must be taken in the numerical order in which they are listed in the Form of
Bid.

Obligation of Bidder: At the time of the opening of bids, each bidder will be presumed to have
inspected the site and to have read and to be thoroughly familiar with the plans and contract
documents {including all addenda). The failure or omission of any bidder to examine any form,
instrument, or document shall in no way relieve any bidder from any obligation in respect or his bid.

Bidders are informed that pursuant to Section 285.530, RSMo, as a condition of the award of any
contract in excess of five thousand dollars {$5,000), the successful bidder shall, by sworn affidavit and
provision of documentation, affirm its enrollment and participation if a federal work authorization
program with respect to the employees working in connection to the contracted services. Successful
bidders shall also sign an affidavit affirming that it does not knowingly employ any person who is an
unauthorized alien in connection to the contracted services.

Safety Standards and Accident Prevention: With respect to all work performed under this  contract,
the contractor shall:

a. Comply with the safety standards provisions of applicable laws, building and construction
codes, and the "Manual of Accident Prevention in Construction" published by the Associated
General Contractors of America, the requirements of the Occupational Safety and Health Act
of 1970 (Public Law 91-596}, and the requirements of Title 29 of the Code of Federal
Regulations, Section 1518 as published in the "Federal Register”, Volume 36, No. 75, Saturday,
April 17, 1971,

b. Exercise every precaution at all times for the prevention of accidents and the protection of
persons {including employees) and property.

c. Maintain at his office or other well-known place at the job site, all articles necessary for giving
first aid to the injured, and shall make arrangements for the immediate removal to a hospital
or a doctor's care of persons (including employees), who may be injured on the job site. In no
case shall employees be permitted to work at a job site before the employer has made a
standing arrangement for removal of injured persons to a hospital or a doctor's care.

d. Bidders are informed that the Project is subject to the requirements of Section 292.675, RSMo,
which requires all contractors or subcontractors doing work on the Project to provide, and
require its on-site employees to complete, a ten (10) hour) course in construction safety and
health approved by the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (“OSHA"} or a similar
program approved by the Missouri Department of Labor and Industrial Relations which is at
least as stringent as an approved OSHA program. The training must be completed within sixty
{60) days of the date of work on the Project commences. On-site employees found on the
worksite without documentation of the required training shall have twenty (20} days to
produce such documentation.

This document constitutes an invitation for proposals for the provision of demolishing
and clearing one (1) residential structure (10482 County Road 7530) located in the City
of Pottersville, Missouri. The project consists of demolition of the structure and land
clearance.

3. Background:

3.1 Howell County has been approved for State and Federal funds to purchase flood- damaged
homes. The County has been working with state and federal agencies to develop and

implement programs designed to help homeowners and tenants who experienced damage by
the 2017 floods.

3.2 Howell County approved and authorized County staff to establish and administer a flood
recovery program, which allowed for the acquisition of flood-damaged homes located within
the county.

3.3 In accordance with the flood buyout policy, to complete the program the County must
procure a qualified contractor to demolish the acquired properties. The procurement of the
contractor can be through a small purchase process.

4. General Information
4.1 Receipt and Opening of Bids

Howell County invites bids on the form attached hereto, all blanks of which must be
appropriately filled in. Bids will be received by the owner at the office of the Howell
County Clerk until 10:00 A.M., September 26, 2022, and then read aloud at the
Commissioner meeting.

The County may consider informal any quote not prepared and submitted in accordance
with the provisions hereof and may waive any information or reject any and all quotes.

Any quote may be withdrawn prior to the above scheduled time for the submission of bids
or authorized postponement thereof. Any quote received after the time and date specified
shall not be considered. No bidder may withdraw a quote within 30 days after the actual
date of the opening thereof.

Bid Security

Each bid must be accompanied by certified check of the bidder, or a bid bond prepared
on the form of bid bond attached hereto, duly executed by the bidder as principal and
having as surety thereon a surety company approved by Howell County, in the amount of
5% of the bid. Such checks or bid bonds will be returned to all except the three lowest
bidders within three days after the opening of the bids, and the remaining checks or bid
bonds will be returned promptly after Howell County and the accepted bidder have
executed the contract, or if no award at the demand of the bidder at any time thereafter, so
long as she/he has not been notified of the acceptance of his’her bid.

Part Two
Scope of Services

Gencral Requirements:

Bidders must carefully examine the entire site of the work and must make all necessary
investigations to inform themselves thoroughly as to the facilities available, as well as
to all the difficulties involved in the completion of all work in accordance with the
specifications and any plans. Bidders are required to examine any maps, plans and data
meationed in the specifications. No plea of ignorance of conditions that exist, or that
may hereafter exist, or of conditions or difficulties that may be encountered in the
execution of the work under this contract will be accepted as an excuse for any failure
or omission on the part of the Contractor to fulfill in every detail of all the
requirements of this contract, nor accepted as a basis for any claims for extra
compensation.

The contractor shall provide demolition and debris removal services as may be requested
by Howell County in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Invitation for Bid.

This agreement is not intended to create, and shall not be construed to create, a
relationship of principal and agent, master and servant, employer and employee, joint
venture, partnership, nor any relationship other than that of independent contractor.

The contractor shall agree and understand that the contract shall not be construed as an
exclusive arrangement and further agrees that Howell County may secure identical and/or
similar services from other sources at any time in conjunction with or in replacement of
the contractor’s services.

Except as provided herein, this agreement will not be altered without mutual consent of
both parties. Howell County and the Contractor may, by mutual agreement, agree to
changes in the work to be performed by the Contractor as described in the Agreement
documents.

The Contractor will commence and complete all services as defined in this Invitation for
Bid pertaining to the demolition of residential sites located in Howell County, Missouri.

2.1.1 It is understood that, except as otherwise specifically stated in the contract
Documents, the Contractor shall provide, pay for and furnish all equipment,
labor, tools, water, light, power, transportation, superintendence, temporary
construction of every nature, and all other services and facilities of every nature
whatsoever necessary to execute, complete, and deliver the work within the
specified time.

The initial term of this Agreement shall commence on the execution hereof and shall
expire upon satisfactory completion and acceptance by Howell County of the work
performed by the Contractor.

Start-up:

A demolition permit must be secured (if required) from Howell County before
proceeding with the work under this contract. All regulations from the County
governing demolition permits hereby become a part of these specifications.

The County assumes no responsibilities for the actual condition of the structures
to be demolished.

The use of explosives is NOT permitted.
The burning of refuse and debris is NOT permitted.

The Contractor will ensure safe passage of persons around the area of demolition
and will conduct operations in a manner that prevents injury to people, adjacent
buildings, structures, vehicles, and other facilities.

Foundation leveling and backfill:

The Contractor shall push in all walls of the foundations and backfill with clean,
imperishable fill material. All foundation walls and footing MUST be covered
with at least three (3) feet of CLEAN fill.

Only imperishable material shall be used by the Contractor in backfilling the
basement up to within 12" of the ground surface level. The top 12" of soil will
be compacted to 90 percent Standard Proctor maximum dry density.

Any additional dirt to be brought in to provide cover as required by this contract
shall be brought in, placed, compacted and leveled in accordance with the
standards above and at the expense of the Contractor. Only fill material from a
source approved by the Missouri Department of Natural Resources shall be
permitted and the county must be provided with proof of approval of all fill
borrow sites, prior to use of fill material. Borrow sites are approved on a case-by-
case basis.

Concrete pads, slabs, sidewalks, or driveways will be removed and may be
disposed of onsite (if applicable) if buried below grade with 3' of minimum cover
of CLEAN fill.

Inoperable automobiles, trucks, boats and trailers shall be removed from site by
acceptable and approved towing methods.

The Contractor shall disconnect, or have disconnected, all utilities. The
Contractor shall verify whether or not underground storage tanks or lagoons are
present at the project site. Septic tanks are to be cleaned out/pumped dry and
either be broken up and used in back fill or filled with sand. Lagoons are to be
cleaned out/pumped dry, covered with CLEAN fill and leveled.

Fence Removal:

The Contractor will remove all fence, gates, posts, mesh etc. Posts will be
removed a minimum of twenty-four (24) inches below the existing ground
elevation. Posts will not be permitted to be cut off at ground level.

The Contractor is responsible for ensuring that debris does not fall from or blow
off transporting vehicles en route to a sanitary landfill.

The Contractor shall keep the project area and public rights-of-way reasonably
clear at all times and on completion of the work, the Contractor shall remove all
equipment and materials brought onto the project area by the Contractor and used
in the performance of the contract and shall leave the entire project area in a
totally cleared, neat and level condition. Trash burning on the project area is
prohibited and none of the materials required to be removed from the project area
under this contract shall be buried on the project area or deposited or placed at
any place other than a sanitary landfill.

The Contractor shall be permitted to salvage any items.

The Contractor shall remove trees, shrubs, grass, and other vegetation,
improvements, or obstructions which interfere with demolition. Removal
includes digging out stumps and roots. All debris associated with this removal
will be hauled away at the Contractor’s expense. No burning is permitted. In no
way will the Contractor remove any trees for his own personal use.

The Contractor may remove only trees that are necessary for the completion of
the demolition of structures and improvements in accordance with the provisions
of this contract. Wherever trees are encountered adjacent to the work, the
operations of the contractor must be so organized and carried out as to not disturb
or destroy any trees except as direcied by the County or where permission has
been obtained from the County.

If the Contractor should encounter any unforeseen hazardous wastes (other than
ACM’s and/or household contaminate wastes), he shall stop work immediately
and notify the County for the next action to be taken. This shall also apply to any
underground storage tanks that were not previously identified.

3. Insurance:

3.1 The Contractor shall not commence work under this contract until all the insurance
required under this section has been obtained and such insurance has been approved by
Howell County, nor shall the contractor allow any subcontractor to commence work on a
subcontract until the insurance required of the subcontractor has been so obtained and
approved.

3.1.1  Payment of worker compensation, overtime and any other required coverage, are
the exclusive responsibility of the Contractor as required by local, state and/or
federal law or regulations, when applicable.

3.1.2  The Contractor shall provide Vehicle Liability coverage for all vehicles and
equipment of the Contractor in the total liability limits of $500,000 for injuries,
including accidental death, to any one person, and subject to the same limit for
each person, in an amount not less than $500,000 on account of one accident.

All reports and materials developed or acquired by the Contractor as a direct requirement
specified in the contract shall become the property of the County. The Contractor shall
agree and understand that all discussions with the Contractor and all information gained
by the Contractor as a result of the Contractor’s performance under the contract shall be
confidential, and that no reports or material prepared, as required by the contract, shall be
released to the public without prior written consent of Howell County.

Unless otherwise specified herein, the Contractor shall be responsible for furnishing all
material, labor, facilities, equipment and supplies necessary to perform the service
required herein.

As the work of the Contractor progresses, advice and
information on matters covered by the Contractor shall be made available by the
Contractor to Howell County throughout the effective period of the contract.

Other Contractual Requirements:
5.4.1  Subcontractors:

If approved by the County, in writing, the contractor may subcontract for those
services described herein provided that any subcontracts include appropriate
provisions and contractual obligations to ensure the successful fulfillment of all
contractual obligations agreed to by the contractor and the County and to ensure
that the County is indemnified, saved, and held harmless from and against any
and all claims of damage, loss, and cost (including attorney fees) of any kind
related to a subcontract in those matters described in the contract between the
Couny and the contractor. The contractor shall expressly understand and agree
that he/she shall assume and be solely responsible for all legal and financial
responsibilities related to the execution of a subcontract. The contractor shall
agree and understand that utilization of a subcontractor to provide any of the
equipment or services in the contract shall in no way relieve the contractor of the
responsibility for providing the equipment or services as described and set forth
herein.

5.4.2 Contractor Status:

The contractor represent himself or herself to be an independent contractor
offering such services to the general public and shall not represent
himself’herself or his’/her employees to be an employee of the state of Missouri.

against, any and all loss; cost (including attorney fees); and damage of any kind
related to such matters.

Coordination:

The contractor shall fully coordinate all contract activities with those activities of
the County. As the work of the contractor progresses, advice and information on
matters covered by the contract shall be made available by the contractor to the
County. The County’s representative will visit the site at intervals appropriately
to the stage of construction/demolition to become and remain familiar with the
progress and quality of the work and to determine if the work is proceeding in
accordance with the Contract. However, the County’s representative will not be
required to make exhaustive or continuous on-site inspections to check the work.

Property of State:

All reports, documentation, and material developed or acquired by the contractor
as a direct requirement specified in the contract shall become the property of the
County. The contractor shall agree and understand that all discussions with the
contractor and all information gained by the contractor as a resuit of the
contractor’s performance under the contract shall be confidential and that no
reports, documentation, or material prepared as required by the contract shall be
released to the public without the prior written consent of the state agency.

Substitution of Personnel:

The contractor agrees and understands that the County’s agreement to the
contract is predicated in part on the utilization of the specific individual(s)
identified in the bid. Therefore, the contractor agrees that no substitution of such
specific individual(s) and/or personnel qualifications shall be made without the
prior written approval of the County. The contractor further agrees that any
substitution made pursuant to this paragraph must be equal or better than
originally proposed and that the state agency’s approval of a substitution shall not
be construed as an acceptance of the substitution’s performance potential. The
County agrees that an approval of a substitution will not be unreasonably
withheld.

6.1 The Contractor shall be paid in accordance with the firm, fixed prices stated on the
Pricing Page.

6.2 Such payment shall be full compensation for services rendered, including, but not limited
to, all labor, materials, supplies, equipment, and incidentals necessary to complete the
services required herein, as well as profit and overhead.

6.3 The Contractor shall not be entitled to any other payments or reimbursements.

6.4 The Contractor and their subcontractors shall have full and exclusive liability for the
payment of any and all taxes and contributions for unemployment insurance, retirement

No payment, however, final or otherwise,
shall operate to release the Contractor from any obligations under this contract or the
performance of the work completed.

7. Compliance With Laws:

7.1 The Contractor shall complete such action as is required to become fully informed of
all State and National laws and municipal ordinances and regulations in any manner
affecting those engaged or employed in the work, or the materials used in the work, or in
any way affecting the conduct of the work and the Contractor shall at all times observe
and comply with, all such existing and future laws, ordinances, regulations, orders and
decrees and the Contractor shall further protect and indemnify Howell County and its
officers and agents, from any claim or liability arising from or based on the violation of
any law, ordinance, regulation, order or decree, whether by the Contractor or the
Contractor's employees.

7.2 Prevailing Wage

Federal prevailing wage laws DO NOT APPLY.

State prevailing wage laws DO NOT APPLY so long as the demolition of the properties
is NOT considered site preparation for future construction. Because the buyout
program by definition precludes future development of the site, demolition of the

structures is simply land clearance, not site preparation.

Attention of bidders is particularly called to the requirements and compliance with the
OSHA 10-hour construction safety course.

Documentation of compliance with E-Verify is required.
